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What is Oracle Applications Framework?

ÉBased on early web standards and technologies

ÉAn attempt to introduce abstraction into application 

design

¸Separation of components into layers

¸Connections only between adjoining layers

ÉBy separating the display from the business logic 

change becomes easier

ÉMechanism for personalization, design pattern for 

extension
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Abstraction

ÉThe idea of breaking an algorithm into discrete 

layers, each of which is opaque

¸All calls go from one layer to the adjacent one, never 

bypassing a layer

ÉCommon in Object Oriented programming

ÉSimplifies code while complicating solutions?!
